Cognitive Linguistics and Overseas Chinese Education

SU Chengchieh
( Department of Applied Foreign Languages, Tatung University , Taibei 10435 China)

Abstract : Based on current researches of cognitive linguistics, the paper explores how sequencing iconici-
ty and distance iconicity concerning iconicity principle can be applied in the overseas Chinese education.
The paper starts out introducing the philosophy of iconicity principle, and emphasizes the principles of se-
quencing iconicity and distance iconicity. The paper also explains how the two principles contribute to the
acquisition of syntactic orders and lexical structures in Chinese, and thus offers three pedagogical sugges-
tions. It is hoped that the paper builds a bridge connecting linguistic theories and overseas Chinese educa-
tion.
